Annual Meeting

Crescent View Homeowners

April 28, 2007

The meeting was brought to order by Chris Jostol at 10:05 am
Chris Jostol gave a welcome to all for attending and a special thank you to Mark Nunamaker for keeping the complex looking so attractive and well-manicured.

Introduction of new owners

Introductions began with new owners then rotated to all owners present.
Water System

Chris gave a report on the Crescent View Water System:

· Water quality good.

· Cross Connection project completed for Crescent View.
· Annual Water Quality report will be distributed at a later date.  

· Cliffs, Orchards and Tower have been notified to complete their projects to be in compliance with state regulations.  Cliff’s connection is in progress and they are installing a booster pump and exterior shutoff valve.  

· Oberg House owners were approved to join our water system, that project is on hold as they are in litigation.  They have agreed to pay a connection fee and monthly fees.

· Metering of water not required by state at this time

· Booster pump installed for F building.

· Mark renewed contract as Water System Operator

· RH2 Engineering not been used this year.  We will attempt annual report, but we have them review the report and update permanent files regarding water cross connections.

· An owner asked that we check water pressure in E building – Mark will check.

Maintenance

· Decks are completed

· Asphalt and striping completed

· Parking – trailers without boats please park in gravel area near grassy area.  

Owner requested board observed  rule that  unlicensed trailers and cars not be allowed in Crescent View Parking area.  Owners will be contacted and asked to move them or they will be towed.

· Perimeter railings being painted, as is sport court railing and building G, railing near “gerbil trap.”

· Owners complained that gerbil trap area needs to be cleaned.  Will contact owner of Tower Pizza to request maintenance of that area

· Sprinkler head recall completed in buildings A through E.

· Doggie area.  Board has addressed the number one complaint from owners about doggie messes.  Pet owners please observe the new dog area behind the sport court.  It has motion lights, graded sand, doggie bags and trash can. 

· Trees along the entrance drive have been replaced.  Many were damaged during the windstorm.  Thank you to Ross Clemenshaw for help pulling out the old trees and Don Wetsch for use of his tractor for planting the new flowering cherry trees.

· Also Mark’s storage shed has been replaced due to damage during the windstorm.  

· Emergency Pool phones are required by Grant County at each of the swimming pools. Upon installation they can also be used for any emergency in pool or common area.  When call button is activated, 911 will respond.  The Board will continue to talk about how to minimize prank calls.  

· Island pool was resurfaced, repairs completed on the seating areas on the side of the waterfall pool, sun shade at waterfall pool is now modular to easier storage.  

· A small sunshade is being purchased for island pool.  A section of fence at island pool has been increased in height for safety.  Pool boy will start July 1 – Mark will hire a temporary helper until July 1 when Casey returns

· The Shuffleboard court will be resurfaced and new equipment ordered.  If owners see someone abusing the court or equipment, please don’t hesitate to say something or contact Mark or a board member.

· Although there has been better cable service since windstorm, the Board asked Paul Hagman to investigate bringing satellite TV to the complex.  His recommendation, adopted by the board was to wait 12 – 18 months when television will convert to High Definition TV (HD).  New equipment will be required to provide HD, so the project has been tabled.

· Following a discussion of moving from gate keys to key cards 
**  A motion was made to install a key card system at the pools and at the entrance gate.
Motion failed  
· The board approved the purchase of one external fixed high resolution web camera.  Location to be determined. The camera can be monitored from our website.  A computer to monitor the camera will be installed with backup capability.  The system is expandable if the board feels cameras will reduce, vandalism, theft abuse of our facilities.  If the system is useful and more cameras are added, condo owners can connect their own cameras and monitor them through our website.

· During times when Mark fertilizes the grass, there is an excess of grass for the available dumpsters.  Mark is requesting the purchase of a Kubota tractor to assist in many projects including dumping grass. The Board will investigate the issue.

· At a future time, the sprinkler heads in buildings and F and G will have to be replaced, as they have also been recalled but ours are no longer covered under the recall.

· Mark’s Property manager contract has been renewed for 2 years.

Financial

· Account statement for each owner is included in the annual meeting packets.  In December 2006 owners had 100% paid up dues.  The annual Audit report will be available on the website soon.  

· Building A owners will see a $91 charge for repair and replacement of their water softener system. 

· The treasurer gave a detailed report on the budgets for
